The third option will allow updates to occur
manually from the FILE dropdown menu,
bypassing the tradtional website registration
and download.

With the introduction of the Custom
Template Technology (CTT) in 2007, small
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enhancements to many notices are being
made monthly. The AU technology will quick-
ly install those updates without impacting the
productivity of the PreLien2Lien user.

New notices for IN, OH and TX
CTT was added for the states of Indiana,
Ohio and Texas. These states join twelve

Custom notices, along
with electronic signatures, are available for a
one-time $50 fee per notice in each of these
states.

The software development schedule to in-
clude other states to have Custom Template
Technology is as follows: January (North
Carolina), February (Kentucky, Georgia) and
March (lllinois, Minnesota). Other states
slated for upgrade in Q2 include IA, MA, MO,
OK, TN and WY.

To successfully file a lien in any state, you MUST have the correct owner information you are provid-
ing equipment, labor, materials or services for. Each PreLien2Lien 2Lien Annual Subscriber gets
two (2) free Property Owner Reports each year. Additional reports are only $5 each.

STEP 1: Go to www.TraditionSoftware.com and select Property Owner Report from the left side
navigation undemeath SERVICES.

STEP 2: Give the Property address and your company information. Click SEND. A completed
report will be emailed to you verifying actual Owner information for a potential lien within 15-60
minutes.

HOW TO: Print Certified Mail Log

Many states that require you to file some type of 1st Notice (CA/NV) - Preliminary Notice, MI/OH
- Notice Of Furnishing, FL - Notice To Owner). To successfully file a lien, you must be able to prove
you notified the Owner by Certified Mail within the time period specified by law that the 1st notice
was mailed. Here is how you produce a report showing your Certified Mail Log.

STEP 1: Go to MAIL drop down menu and select PRINT FIRM LOG OF ACCOUNTABLE MAIL

Doing business in Arizona? You have the option of sending your notices by First Class Mail. Like
other states that require a 1st Notice, to successfully file a lien, you must be able to prove you noti-
fied the Owner by First Class Mail within the time period specified by law that the 1st notice was
mailed. Here is how you produce a report showing your First Class Mail Log.

STEP 1: Go to MAIL drop down menu. Select PRINT FIRST CLASS CERTIFICATE OF MAILING.

HOW TO: Mass Print Two Or More Jobs

Have several notices to print? To save time, you Mass Print all the notices you want in one print job.
Here is how you accomplish this.

STEP 1: Click the MARKED checkbox on the project screen. Or, to have your new jobs automati-
cally marked, go to SETUP/DEFAULTS/INPUT DEFAULTS and select the MARK FOR PRINTING
checkbox.

STEP 2: Go to the MASS PRINT drop down menu. Select the PRINT PRELIMINARY NOTICES
FOR MARKED RECORDS option.
